MOORINGS & HARBOURS
Everyone will be aware that the fuel pontoon has not yet been put down.  The reason is that the manufacturers of the broken floats have had problems with a sub-contractor, but they are now due for delivery on the 13th July, so will back in service shortly after that (hopefully in time for the Gorey Carteret Rowing Race).
Harbours are working their way through the list of issues that we have given them (which to their dismay keeps getting longer) and you will notice that they are currently re-installing some of the lamps and power points along the quay.  Progress may be slower than we would like, but at least it is positive progress.  The reality is that no money is currently available for big projects, but they want to clear down the list of maintenance issues in the meantime – which works for us.  I am assured that money has been budgeted for the work on our chains this winter, in the same way that they are currently sorting out those at South Pier.

ISLAND WATER TAXIS
The new Island Water Taxis running from Gorey have now added a second boat to their fleet, and ‘Esquina’ and ‘Fundi’ will now be running on a charter basis to Carteret, Sark, the Ecréhous, or anywhere else people want to go.  The scheduled service was proving impractical, but are very much still in business concentrating on day-trip and charter business.
